The subsequent dozen years saw Ron and Margaret doing battle
for contracts, working long hours and surviving the intense nature of the business only to be plunged into the
recession of 1975 selling the tip trucks to the drivers.

It was in 1977 that things started to head back up and it was in this year Benedict Haulage had its first incarnation as
a quarry operator at Chipping Norton when Ron won the sand lease from the Public Works Department.

Jill remembers the impact the procurement of the Chipping Norton lease had upon the business and how this would
help to progress Benedict Haulage to the next level.

Following the success of Chipping Norton Ron purchased Able Dredging at Mooney Creek with a mind to supplying
fine sand to Central Asphalt Depot (a division of the Department of Main Roads (DMR) and for those youngsters in
the company you will know this as the RTA). Although the contract did not eventuate, Able Dredging was still very
successful, supplying sand to such companies as Gosford City Council.

Dana took the reigns in 1985 which was a welcomed break for Margaret who had, up until this time, worked tirelessly
along side Ron handling the administration side of the business from Chipping Norton.

With Ernest on board the progression of the company took on new heights. Ron had long before (in 1975) sold the p : ’

trucks to the individual drivers and in 1988 the Benedict Haulage name was sold and became what is now known as
